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A peaceful, prayerful presence outside an abortion clinic has 
shown to be effective in preventing abortion, even without any 
direct interaction.  Sidewalk advocates are trained to also ap-
proach women entering the clinic, offering help and hope to 

redirect them to a nearby pregnancy help center.
